ATHENS 
ONE STEP AT A TIME

After a visit from former University of Alabama basketball star and Athens High 
School standout Richard Hendrix, Tere Richardson, executive director of Athens 
Main Street, had nothing but high praise for those like Richard who come back 
with appreciation for the community they grew up in.

“It’s a phenomenal thing to have young people come back to their roots and 
share about all the great things they are doing with their lives. Richard is a very impressive 
man. What he talked about was how Athens formed him into the person that he is today 
and how the support system around young people is so important in the formation of their 
character. He appreciates being from Athens,” said Richardson.

Since its inception, Athens Main Street has grown by leaps and bounds. Richardson credits 
the community for that growth.

“The first thing I always say is, it takes a village to make changes and do the things that need 
to be done for the city. This is not just a one person job. This is not just a three person job. It’s 
everybody working together. It’s volunteers, public servants, it takes all of us working together 
to grow in the right ways for our community,” said Richardson.

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Richardson likes to sum up the growth that has occurred around 
the square by quoting a mutual friend, Doug Gates.

“Doug said back in the 80’s, he’d leave out of his office on 
Washington Street at 5 o’clock on Friday afternoon and he could 
throw a rock in any direction and not hit another car. On a Friday 
night now there’s no place to park. When someone tells me that, 
I tell them it’s great,” said Richardson.

Of all the success that has happened with Athens Main Street, 
Richardson has one thing in particular she is most proud of.

“One thing I am extremely excited about and proud of is our 
joint effort with our public and private partners in the Five 
Points area. Most areas have a cool spot that they call the Five 
Points area and we have that now. That’s over in our farmer’s 
market area where the five streets come together. What has 
happened is kind of a mini renaissance,” said Richardson.

At the center of that mini renaissance is the Athens Farmers 
Market.

“We started last year renovating the farmers market, redoing 
the pavilion, we also added porous asphalt and porous pavers 
that help our water table. Our next phase is going to be to add 
a second pavilion which will allow community organizations 
to hold all kinds of events down there. We already have two 
scheduled for the fall,” said Richardson.

Richardson praises the Limestone County Commission and 
the City of Athens for their contributions to the farmers market 
as well.

“The county has really done a stellar job with their in kind 
donation of pulling that old asphalt out and doing some of the 
things that we needed to have done, like an old telephone pole 
being taken down. They did the handicapped restrooms the year 
before last and did some tear out of the old restrooms that we 
didn’t need. The city of Athens has come through and addressed 
the drainage that really needed to be addressed there. They did 
the cutouts for the new entry ways and they replaced the chain 
link fence with black iron fencing. They really done a great job in 
being public partners,” said Richardson.

Richardson also has praise for private partners who have 
contributed to the farmers market.

“Grayson Carter & Son shut their entire plant down and ran the 
porous asphalt for us. They have just gone above and beyond. 
Outdoor Elegance did our pavers and helped us with the pocket 
park that is across the creek from the farmers market. I would 
encourage people to drive by and take a look at that park at the 
corner of Brownsferry Street and Houston Street. Our murals are 
looking great as well,” said Richardson.

Dawn Gentry was originally from 
Fayetteville, Georgia, which 
is about 30 minutes south of 
Atlanta, and attended Fayette 
County High School. Of all the 

activities she was involved in at school, being on 
the school dance team took up the most time.

“I did dance team. I was on the team for three 
years. I didn’t do dance my senior year just so I 
could enjoy that year,” said Dawn.

After finishing high school, Dawn attended the 
University of West Georgia.

“I was very undecided. I wanted to be a 
teacher, but once I got into college to do my 
basic classes, I kind of switched it. I didn’t 
really want to go the teacher route anymore 
so I started going the psychology route. 
Psychology always interested me,” said Dawn.

To pursue psychology, Dawn attended Clayton 
State University in Clayton, Georgia, where she 
finished her four year degree in psychology 
and human services. For her, psychology was 
a passion.

“I think it’s so unique how our minds work. I 
think mental health is so important and there’s 
not a lot of help out there, there’s not a lot of 
resources. I thought it was so unique to see 
how people were different and how their brains 
work. I felt it was important to understand how 
people suffer with mental illness. I believe that 
has helped me now in my life, to be able to 
relate to people,” said Dawn.

As for moving from Georgia to Alabama, that was 
thanks to her husband, Deputy Josh Gentry.

“He was a police officer in Montgomery and we 
met through a mutual friend. We dated seven 
months, we were engaged seven months, and 
we got married,” said Dawn.

When they married, the Gentrys lived in 
Montgomery for a year.

“It was rough. He was a police officer at night. 
We decided that if we were going to have a 
family that we wanted to be in a community 
where our children could thrive and grow. We 
wanted to have a close knit community around 
our children as opposed to a huge city where 

we knew we wouldn’t have that,” said Dawn.

Growing up in Limestone County, Josh finished 
high school at East Limestone and became a 
local law enforcement officer before moving to 
Montgomery.

“When I graduated high school, I went to work 
for the Limestone County Sheriff’s Office. 
That was 1998 and 1999. I left the sheriff’s 
department and moved to Montgomery 
because I had some friends who were 
down there. After five years of working in 
Montgomery, I went to work for the city of 
Madison as a police officer and worked there 
for around five years until I started working 
for Morgan County Sheriff’s Department. 
I’ve now been at Limestone County Sheriff’s 
Department for about five years,” said Josh.

Josh and Dawn have two children, Marissa 
and Justice.

“Marissa was born in 2008 while I was at Madison 
and Justice was born while I was at Morgan 
County. When Justice got sick, that’s when I went 
back to Limestone County,” said Josh.

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The illness Josh was referring to was a 
diagnosis of Perthes disease for Justice.

“Basically, it happens to kids when they’re 
younger. It’s not from birth and they’re not sure 
what causes it. The hip doesn’t get enough 
blood supply so it starts to break down. We 
noticed he was limping a lot and took him to 
an orthopedic surgeon and that’s when they 
diagnosed him with Perthes,” said Dawn.

Treatment for Justice meant an extensive 
surgery and regular checkups, but he’s done 
remarkably well.

“They did a femoral osteotomy. They cut the 
femur in half, they tilt it, and put screws in. 
That’s just to keep the leg in place to allow 
the bone to rebuild and grow. He goes back 
every six months to be checked on that bone 
growth. He has been doing great. We have 
been amazed at his strength and ability. He 
was in a wheelchair and non-weight bearing for 
over two years. Now, he’s running, he’s playing 
baseball and he’s playing flag football. He’s 
amazed us,” said Dawn.

Josh and Dawn’s daughter, Marissa, is now a 
junior in high school and is very involved with 
school and community activities.

“She loves volleyball. She is going to do cheer 
at Lindsay Lane. They have a cheer team. She 
loves to play pickleball. She loves to shop. She 
loves hanging around her friends at church. 
She serves on the Limestone LEAD program 
with the Athens-Limestone County Chamber 
of Commerce and has applied to be an 
ambassador at Athens-Limestone Hospital. She 
also serves on the mayor’s youth council. She’s 
very independent and very strong,” said Dawn.

Dawn enjoys networking and connecting with 
others in the community.

“I workout at Redefined Fitness owned by 
Shelby Newton. I love to go there. I love the 
girls there. It’s all women and we have a great 
time. I hang out with my friends, I hang out 
with my family. Advocare drives me a lot, 
knowing that I want my family to have the 
best,” said Dawn.

This school year, Josh took on the role 
of school resource officer at Creekside 
Elementary School.

“I’ll have 25 years in with the state in 
November. I’ve never done anything like this. 
I’ve never had weekends and holidays to spend 
with my family. Doing something while the 
kids are still at home and I can be with them 

is important. When 
they’re out of school, 
I can be with them 
now,” said Josh.

What keeps the Gentrys in Limestone County 
is the close knit community.

“I feel like if we needed something in this 
community, people would easily rally around 
you and make that happen. If there was a 
problem and I needed something, I know so 
many women I could turn to for help. I feel 
like that comes from all avenues. There’s 
somebody from church, there’s somebody 
from school, there’s somebody from the 
community, and I feel like there’s a closeness. 
I also love seeing the businesses support each 
other,” said Dawn.

Where their children attend school, Athens 
Bible School and Lindsay Lane, is a very 
important part of their love of the community 
as well.

“My kids are very blessed to be in the schools 
that they are in. They have amazing people 
around them. I know that they’re growing up 
right and I feel like the community helps in that 
because it is such a small community, said Dawn.
